Umso grer seine Verbitterung, dass sich scheinbar niemand fr ihn ebenso 
konsequent einsetzte.Dennoch entlsst der Autor den geneigten Leser etwas ratlos bis frustriert: Zum einen, weil er 
Lcken lsst zu Aspekten, die bei einem persnlichen Schicksal besonders interessieren (Welche Haltung hat seine 
Familie, vor allem seine Frau, eigentlich zu seinem Beruf? Es gibt fast keinen Kommentar zu den anderen Inhaftierten 
und deren Schicksal etc.). Zum anderen, weil die offenen Fragen, die Roberts bereits in seinem Buch gestellt hat (das 
ja 2009 in berarbeiteter Version erschienen ist), nicht beantwortet werden (Wie kam der Autor darauf, ausgerechnet in 
Harare Mnner und Waffen zusammen zu fhren? Wie kam es zu den anhaltenden "grnen" Signalen? Wer ist fr die 
Freilassung verantwortlich? u.a.)Der Leser fragt sich auch, warum der Verlag fr das Taschenbuch das Cover 
ausgetauscht hat, das nun sehr reierisch und fr den Autor unvorteilhaft daherkommt.Dessen ungeachtet gebhrt dem 
Autor ungeteilter Respekt dafr, dass er den afrikanischen Gulag physisch und psychisch weitgehend unbeschadet 
berstanden hat.Es entsteht der Eindruck, dass das Buch, aus naheliegenden Grnden, zu zeitig und zu schnell 
geschrieben wurde; wre etwas mehr Gras ber die Ereignisse gewachsen, wren vielleicht mehr Hintergrnde offenbart, 
mehr Zeugnisse abgelegt worden.Hme ("Geschieht ihm ganz recht!") ist unangebracht.
